Course Title:  Design III (may be 2-D, 3-D, color, or combinations thereof)

Course Description:  Elements and principles of art using two- and three-dimensional concepts. Emphasis is placed on the resolution of complex two-dimensional and/or three-dimensional design problems. Lab required.
