Course Title:  Writing for Radio, Television, and Film
Course Description:  Designed to train the student in all typical forms of broadcast and film writing, including news, commercial copy, critique and commentary, radio theatre, comedy and dramatic teleplay, and screenplay. Course provides both writing and production experiences.

3. Write individual scripts as well as co-produce collaborative script projects.
4. Describe the essential elements of critique in the mass media.
5. Differentiate between major and minor plot-lines and construct each, concurrently.
6. Detail the basic components of narrative structure.
7. Identify, construct, and edit scripts relevant to the demands of time and production values/strictures.
8. Differentiate news vs. commercial values and describe those values as they relate to the PSA.
9. Prepare a sample storyboard.
