Course Title:  Legal Aspects of Law Enforcement
Course Description:  Police authority; responsibilities; constitutional constraints; laws of arrest, search, and seizure; and police liability.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to do the following:
1. Articulate the arguments for and against continued use of the exclusionary rule of evidence.
2. Identify all necessary elements to obtain a valid search warrant and arrest warrant.
3. Identify the circumstances under which an exigent search of a criminal suspect is permitted.
4. Describe the law enforcement officer’s authority to arrest both with and without a warrant.
5. Examine all conditions under which a police officer is permitted to use force.
6. Describe the limited circumstances under which the use of deadly force is permitted.
7. Describe and apply stop and frisk case law to law enforcement scenarios.
8. Describe the historical evolution of the law of confessions and admissions of guilt.
9. Identify the legal requirements to acquire a valid confession and use it in court.
10. Explain the conditions under which a person can waive his/her constitutional rights as they relate to search and confessions.
11. Explain the legal requirements to conduct a suspect lineup and other pretrial identification procedures.
12. Identify all circumstances under which a criminal defendant has the right to counsel.
13. Examine the areas of law enforcement that pose the most serious risk in relation to civil liability.
14. Define and explain legal concepts to include entrapment, wiretapping and electronic surveillance.
