Course Title:  Tap Technique I
Course Description:  Performance of basic rhythms and techniques fundamental to beginning tap dance. Focus on body placement, terminology, and tap combination. Students will be evaluated the first two weeks of the semester to insure proper level placement. Students may be asked to move to a more appropriate technique level during the evaluation period.

2. Understand basic elements of rhythm used in tap.

4. Perform and understand basic concepts of tap dance such as: foot articulation, rhythmic acuity, movement in and through space, and integration of arm and body movement.

5. Demonstrate skillful execution of selected tap dance combinations including accurate steps, rhythm and dynamics.

6. Develop communication skills by drawing relationships between tap steps and music

7. Apply tap vocabulary to basic composition.

8. Develop an appreciation of tap dance as an art form through personal participation.

9. Understand the value of tap as a lifetime fitness activity.
