Course Title:  Tap Technique II 
Course Description:  Further study of tap technique with focus on increased vocabulary and more complex rhythms and combinations. Emphasis on skill development, rhythmic accuracy, analysis and composition. Students will be evaluated the first two weeks of the semester to insure proper level placement. Students may be asked to move to a more appropriate technique level during the evaluation period.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to do the following:
1. Develop a working tap dance vocabulary.

2. Understand elements of rhythm and musicality used in tap.

3. Understand the basic history of tap dance.

4. Perform intermediate tap dance steps with clear, precise sounds and rhythmic accuracy.

5. Demonstrate skillful execution of selected tap dance repertoire.

6. Analyze tap steps and their content in relationship to their use with the music and rhythmic sequences within dances as to count and content.

7. Develop and utilize communication skills and creative problem-solving skills in movement improvisation/composition.

8. Make justified judgments about tap dance works by utilizing a critical process that involves description, analysis, interpretation and evaluation of movement forms.

9. Develop an appreciation of tap dance as an art form through personal participation.

10. Understand the value of tap as a lifetime fitness activity.
