2. Develop critical thinking by becoming an articulate and precise artist with self-knowledge, sensitivity and understanding of other dance styles.

3. Develop aesthetic knowledge and awareness of dance as an art form.

4. Gain knowledge and to execute dance concert production process.

5. Develop communication skills, leadership abilities, discipline, responsibility and joy into the process of auditioning, rehearsing, producing and performing.

6. Develop positive, functional and effective, working attitudes and habits in the areas of personal preparation, artistic engagement, rehearsal, production and performance.

7. Understand the value of dance as a lifetime fitness activity.
