Course Title: Clinical I – Dental Hygienist

Course Description: A health-related work-based learning experience that enables the student to apply specialized occupational theory, skills, and concepts. Direct supervision is provided by the clinical professional. Major Requirement: AAS – Dental Hygiene.

16. Perform infection control procedures consistent with program and OSHA guidelines.

17. Chart the dental condition for all teeth, recording missing, restored and diseased tissues.

18. Explain, record, and evaluate various levels of periodontal disease.

19. Interpret data collected for the purpose of assessment and dental treatment.

20. Provide oral health instruction based upon individual patient’s needs.

21. Complete a calculus detection examination using an explorer.

22. Use radiographic surveys to detect abnormal tissues and detect calculus.

23. Use dental radiographs to explain dental disease to patients.

24. Remove plaque, calculus and stain from the assigned teeth with at least an 80% efficiency level.

25. Polish coronal surfaces after a thorough scaling procedure as treatment planned.

28. Review with patient rationale for recalls at the end of treatment.

32. Use a periodontal probe to take and record pocket depth with not more than 1 millimeter error.

33. Demonstrate the technique for using graceys on all areas of the mouth.

34. Demonstrate medical emergency procedures following clinic protocols.

35. Record all services provided in the patient’s record properly.
