4. Describe the etiology, pathogenesis, clinical and radiographic picture as well as microscopic findings for each lesion covered in the course.
5. Apply basic concepts in pathology in unknown clinical diseases. 
6. Recognize clinical pathologic changes in tissues. 
7. Develop an understanding of the clinical manifestations that result from cellular and tissue alterations.
8. Identify the parts and explain the contents of each part of a prescription.
