Course Number: DHYG 2375
Course Title: Strategies of Oral Medicine
Course Description: Case presentation that emphasizes the integration of dental hygiene sciences, critical thinking and the application of evidence based research on an advanced level. Presentations by students include patient case studies and literature reviews for class discussion. Patient case studies integrate knowledge from the areas of research, pharmacology, periodontology, pathology, emergency care, ethics, nutrition, dental radiology and clinical courses that demonstrate the highest quality of care for each patient. Major Requirement: AAS – Dental Hygiene.

Students Learning Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of this course, students will:

1. Understand the necessity of pre-treatment patient evaluation.
2. Determine pre-existent medical conditions.
3. Understand the management of oral emergencies.
4. Demonstrate the ability to manage patients with oral manifestations of systemic disease.
5. Understand laboratory tests and their significance.
6. Describe the methods used in oral diagnosis.
7. Recognize patients that may be at high risk for atherosclerosis.
8. Describe the various clinical manifestations of artherosclerotic disease i.e., angina pectoris, acute myocardial infarction, arrhythmia, heart failure or sudden death.
9. Explain the dental management of patients with atherosclerotic disease.
10. Discuss the dental and medical management of the hypertensive patient.
11. Describe the dental and medical management of the patient with angina.
12. Understand the complications of myocardial infarction.
13. Describe the medical and dental evaluation of patients with congestive heart failure.
14. Describe the normal electrocardiogram.
15. Understand the abnormalities of heart function detected in changes in the electrocardiogram.
16. Describe the dental and medical treatment of patients with arrhythmias.
17. Understand the dental and medical evaluation of patients with bradycardia.
18. Describe the clinical consequence of bacterial endocarditis.
19. Discuss the dental evaluation of patients with bacterial endocarditis.
20. Describe the dental management of a patient undergoing cardiac surgery.
21. Discuss the dental evaluation and management of the patient with diabetes mellitus.
22. Understand the dental evaluation and management of the patient with adrenal gland disorders

23. Understand the relevance of thyroid disorders.
24. Discuss the dental evaluation and management of the pregnant patient.
25. Discuss the medical and dental management of the patient with asthma.
26. Describe the significance of tuberculosis in dentistry.
27. Discuss the dental management of a patient with HIV or the AIDS virus.
28. Understand the significance of primary herpes.
29. Understand the dental hygienist’s role following radiation therapy.
30. Discuss the management of an oncology patient.
31. Prepare the case study of a medically compromised patient.
