Course Title:  Acting IV
Course Description:  Development of basic skills and techniques of acting including increased sensory awareness, ensemble performing, character analysis, and script analysis. Emphasis on the mechanics of voice, body, emotion, and analysis as tools for the actor.  Additionally, this course is an intensive examination of skills and techniques necessary for successful performances in film and television. Lab required.

1. Identify and/or create tools, resources and habits that will help you pursue work as a screen actor or in a related field.

2. Demonstrate a working knowledge of how to work before and around the camera.

3. Identify and demonstrate the basic vocabulary, practical knowledge and etiquette required of an effective film/TV actor.

4. Demonstrate a working knowledge of the history, development and theory of acting for the camera.

5. Identify and explore the differences and similarities between stage and screen acting.

6. Demonstrate basic analytical skills and how to apply them to various scripts.

7. Identify and develop a "screen persona" and discuss how to project and market it.

8. Demonstrate an appreciation of screen acting as an art form, career option or stepping stone.

Success in this course will be measured by practical and written testing, as well as performance review.
