6. Identify types of oxygen cylinders, and pressure regulators, and explain safety considerations of oxygen storage and delivery, including steps for delivering oxygen from a cylinder and regulator. 7. Describe the indications, contraindications, advantages, disadvantages, complications, liter flow range and concentration of delivered oxygen for various supplemental oxygen deliver devices. 8. Describes and accurately performs a primary survey; recognizes patients with immediately life-threatening disorders of airway, breathing, or circulation; and initiates immediate life-saving interventions, including rapid extrication and transport, if appropriate within 10 minutes. 9. Identifies information needed and obtains information accurately from observation of the patient’s environment within 20 minutes, by; performing a secondary assessment including a pertinent history and physical examination, including vital signs, based on the patient’s chief complaint using relevant pathophysiology in conjunction with the presentation of normal anatomy and physiology. 10. Identifies the information needed and correctly interviews the patient’s family, care givers and bystanders.
