4. Recognize sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS).

5. Discuss with the parent/caregiver responses to the death of a child or family member.

6. Define children/geriatrics with special health care needs and technology-assisted patients.

7. Define pediatric respiratory distress, failure, and arrest.

8. Differentiate between upper airway obstruction and lower airway disease in the pediatric/geriatric age group.
