Course Number:  HPRS 1370
Course Title:  Central Sterile Processing II
Course Description:  This course explores two subsections of the IAHCSMM Certification program: A) Inventory Control – prepares the student with organizational skills needed to control, track and distribute inventory through the use of different techniques in inventory control and distribution, as well as the use of bar codes and radio frequency identification to track inventories. B) Sterile Storage and Distribution – introduces the basic procedures for packaging processes through a comparison of reusable and disposable packaging materials, basic package closure methods, and factors, which affect shelf-life and stock rotation. Lab required.

9. Apply basic information about compliance with environmental requirements for sterile storage

10. Demonstrate basic procedures to prepare pack contents for packaging

11. Demonstrate proper techniques for transporting sterile packaging

12. Explain inventory control and distribution systems

13. Demonstrate safe handling of sterile supplies

14. Explain the basic objectives of the packaging process, and review basic selection factors for materials to be used with specific sterilization methods
