Course Title: Advanced Web Page Programming –ASP.NET

Course Description: Web programming using industry-standard languages and data stores. Topics may include Perl Scripts, Common Gateway Interface (CGI), Database Interaction, Active Server Pages, Java Applets, JavaScripts, tables, HTML, and/or interactive elements.  Students will build, implement, and execute fully-functional, fully-interactive dynamic web applications using Active Server Pages (ASP) and other technologies.

2. Create Web pages using the Visual Studio.NET HTML editor.

3. Create and process forms using HTML Server controls and ASP.NET Server controls.

4. Validate form data using server-side validation controls.

5. Create XML documents and transform them into XHTML using XSLT style sheets.

6. Create reusable server components.

7. Manage a database using the Visual Studio .NET database tools.

8. Create and manage databases using Microsoft Access and SQL Server.

9. Create dynamic web applications that interact with a database using server-side programming.

10. Identify and handle ASP.NET errors.
