Course Number: ITSE 1301
Course Title: Web Design Tools --Graphics
Course Description: Designing and publishing Web documents according to World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) standards. Includes graphic design issues and exploration of tools available for creating and editing Web documents. Includes in-depth technical investigation of digital imaging on the computer using image editing and/or image creation software. Manipulation, creation, and editing of digital images for a wide assortment of output. Will explore use of industry standard web editing and graphics software packages such as Adobe Fireworks, Adobe Photoshop, and Adobe Dreamweaver.

Prerequisite: BCIS 1305 or COSC 1300 or consent of instructor
Student Learning Outcomes: Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Demonstrate preservation techniques of original files (images, photos, etc.) through proper file management techniques.

2. Demonstrate familiarity with bitmap imaging applications, including setting up environment parameters, screen layout, window control, menus, and toolbox. 
3. Differentiate between raster graphics and vector graphics.
4. Differentiate between destructive and non-destructive editing.

5. Utilize basic tools used to render graphics related to the design of web page.

6. Create composites from multiple sources.

7. Properly apply layer management techniques.

8.    Apply the use of typography design principles as related to web page design

9. Demonstrate the use of graphic techniques in a web page development/production environment including adding links, hotspots and behaviors.

10. Apply special effects such as fills, textures, paths, image maps, rollovers and slices in web page development/production environment

11. Describe copyright, new industry trends, standard scripting/markup languages, current issues and emerging technologies (i.e., SVG – scalable vector graphics) affecting Internet/Web.

12. Integrate graphic elements into other web development applications

13. Utilize the design process that includes flowcharting, target audience analysis and content organization
