Course Description:  Introduces the elements of music theory scales, intervals, keys, triads, elementary ear training, keyboard harmony, notation, meter, and rhythm.

1. Reproduce and identify pitches on the grand staff and keyboard.
2. Transcribe a rhythmic passage from one time signature to another.
3. Generate and aurally identify major, natural minor, harmonic minor, and melodic minor scales.
4. Reproduce and identify all major and minor key signatures.
5. Transcribe a rhythmic dictation.
6. Generate and aurally identify any interval.
7. Generate and aurally identify major, minor, augmented and diminished triads.
8. Generate and aurally identify inverted triads.
9. Apply Roman numeral harmonic analysis to a four-part chorale with tonic, subdominant and dominant seventh chords.
