Course Title:  Foundations of Music: Teaching Elementary Piano
Course Description:  Study of the fundamentals of music for prospective classroom teachers with an introduction to melodic, rhythmic, and harmonic elements. Emphasis on participation in singing and reading music. Additional emphasis on examining various methods, materials, theories, and techniques used in the instruction of keyboard from preschool through intermediate levels, in both individual and group situations. A thorough investigation will be made of current teaching materials and repertoire representing different levels of development.
