3. Ability to harmonize a melody in 4-part harmony.

4. Proper resolution and application of dominant seventh chords.

5. Proper resolution and application of leading-tone seventh chords.

6. Usage of nondominant seventh chords.

7. Ability to analyze and prepare modulations to closely related keys.

8. Spelling and applications of secondary dominants and leading-tone harmonies.

9. Analysis and composition in binary forms.

10. Analysis and composition in ternary forms.
