Course Title:  Introduction to Formal Logic

Course Description:  The purpose of the course is to introduce the student to symbolic logic, including syllogisms, propositional and predicate logic, and logical proofs in a system of rules.

3. Translate English statements into propositional and/or predicate notation. (Communication Skills)
4. Determine the validity of symbolic propositional or predicate arguments using such methods as direct/indirect truth tables, natural deducation, and/or the finite universe method.

1. Understand how the proper construction of arguments promotes personal and social responsibility in public discourse. (Personal Responsibility; Social Responsibility).
