Course Number:  SGNL 2302
Course Title:  Intermediate American Sign Language II
Course Description:  A continuation of SGNL 2301, American Sign Language Intermediate II provides a review and application of conversational skills in American Sign Language and provides intensive practice in interpreting from signing to voice as well as from voice to signing, while increasing vocabulary.  The course provides an introduction to American Sign Language literature and folklore.  (The course includes grammar and vocabularies used in “real life” situations.)

Prerequisite:  SGNL 2301 with a grade of “C” or better

1. Demonstrate the ability to comprehend information presented in American Sign Language, including being able to narrate stories, share facts, and explain rules.

2. Demonstrate the ability to use role shifting skills, and be able to tell a story while using role shifting skills.

3. Demonstrate the ability to use ASL grammar properly.
4. Demonstrate the ability to express information in ASL, including shifting perspectives,  while narrating stories, sharing facts, and explaining rules

5. Demonstrate an understanding of cultural norms and behaviors of people who are Deaf

6. Demonstrate an understanding of the linguistic components of American Sign Language.
