The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board recognizes either
PHED or KINE in its Academic Course Guide Manual for activity
courses. Although 28 of 48 Texas public two-year schools use PHED,
only four Texas public four-year schools still use PHED.
Overwhelmingly, baccalaureate colleges and universities use KINE and
name their departments and discipline as Kinesiology. It is Collin
College's mission to prepare our transfer students for transitioning to
the baccalaureate program of their choice; therefore, use of the KINE
rubric aligns with their degree destination and facilitates the transition
for Collin students. This is a national trend as well as a Texas trend.

1300 is its equivalent. Therefore, the prerequisite for PHTC 2349 and
PHTC 1341 is PHTC 1300 or ARTS 2349. ARTS 2348 (Digital
Photography I) will be added as a prerequisite to PHTC 1300. This
solution is easy for a student to understand and advisors to follow
without confusion.

Rationale:

After consulting with the fulltime Theatre faculty, and with the support of Dean Gaye Cooksey and Dr. Garry Evans, we are requesting the addition of DRAM 2120 and DRAM 2121 to our course curriculum inventory.

Both DRAM 2120 and DRAM 2121 are listed in the ACGM under CIP code 50.0506.53.26. These courses are listed in the same rubric with DRAM 1120 and DRAM 1121; two courses which we already offer at Collin.

We are requesting to add DRAM 2120 and DRAM 2121 to our curricular inventory so that we may offer our students advanced level experiences and specialized training in practical skill areas.

Most university Theatre degrees require up to 18 total credit hours in Theatre Practicum. And most university programs accept in transfer up to 9 total Practicum credits. The ACGM allows for students to take DRA
1120, DRAM 1121, DRAM 2120 and DRAM 2121 for a combined total of up to 4 credit hours.

As you will note from the attached syllabi, DRAM 2120 will be a continuation of DRAM 1120, focusing on advanced level experiences and specialized training in practical skill areas related to performance. DRAM
2121 will be a continuation of DRAM 1121, focusing on advanced level experiences and specialized training in practical skill areas related to technical theatre areas and theatre technology.

We are also requesting that each course be structured as a 0 lecture / 3 Lab. DRAM 1120 and DRAM 1121 are currently structured as 0 lecture / 1 Lab. That structure only gives us 16 semester hours in which to wor
with our students. We are requesting the increase to 0/3 so that we may be better able to serve the needs of our students. The Theatre faculty has determined that the 0/1 structure does not allow us enough time to
engage and complete the level of work that our students need in each class. The Practicum rubric allows for unique application of diverse subject matter in each Practicum course and section. The Theatre faculty

intends to offer each Practicum class as a diverse and unique experience for our students; at times connected with our main stage productions, and at times connected with a singular practical experience that leadg
to public performance or showcase.

For example, a DRAM 1120 section may be connected to the unique demands of acting in a play or musical; while a DRAM 2120 section may be focused on performance techniques learned through the practical
application of work in such diverse areas as stage combat, circus skills, mime, musical theatre, and many others. A DRAM 1121 section may be connected to the unique technical demands of a play or musical; whilp
a DRAM 2121 section may be focused on diverse technical experiences to include puppetry, sound effects creation and programming via Q Lab, stage management, introductory lighting design, advanced prostheti(
makeup, creation and application of diverse lighting systems, and many others.
