 Jon Hardesty, VP Provost – General Education Core 


 Dr. Hardesty spoke about the General Ed Steering Committee which will be directly 
responsible for the Core.  He said there needed to be a rationale for adding courses to the 
Core, and the committee would like a more formalized way of getting that information.  He 
said he understood that when a course has been proposed to CAB, questions regarding 
rationale have been asked, but there should be a way to capture that information and pass 
it along with the CAB recommendation.

 New Surgical Assisting Advanced Technical Certificate (ATC) 
o Certified Surgical Technologists with two years’ experience are eligible for career 


advancement by becoming Certified Surgical Assistants.  The proposed Advanced 







 


Technical Certificate (ATC) will prepare a student for Surgical Assisting Certification.  
Currently, students need to travel out of state for such a program.  Therefore, the 
Surgical Technology program is proposing to add this ATC to Collin’s offerings, becoming 
the first in Texas.  Students who are accepted will proceed through the program 
together as a cohort.  There will be a limit of 15 students per cohort.  Because this is the 
first surgical assisting program in Texas, there were no available WECM courses.  
Therefore, the ATC coursework was developed as thirteen Local Need courses, following 
the advice of the THECB.

Surgical anatomy is 
the critical factor with an emphasis on advanced anatomical knowledge that is applied towards 
the surgical diagnosis and procedure. This course will thoroughly examine several major 
surgical specialties: General, Plastics, Obstetrics and Gynecology, Ortho/Joints, Colorectal, 
Robotics, and Cardio/Thoracic/Vascular.

When 
studying anatomy, the emphasis must be based on regional anatomy with surgical anatomy as 
the critical component, as opposed to the entry-level approach of systemic anatomy. Surgical 
anatomy is the critical factor with an emphasis on advanced anatomical knowledge that is 
applied towards the surgical diagnosis and procedure. This course will thoroughly examine 
several major surgical specialties: General, Plastics, Obstetrics and Gynecology, Ortho/Joints, 
Colorectal, Robotics, and Cardio/Thoracic/Vascular. This course has been specifically prepared 
for the surgical assisting Advanced Technical Certificate program.

Course Description:  Suturing, Knot Tying, Hemostasis, and Wound Healing is a 
comprehensive lab course designed to provide instruction of and participation in the various 
suturing and tying techniques including simple and complex stitches, interrupted and running 
stitches, two-handed, one-handed, and instrument knot tying techniques. The course will 
provide the surgical assisting student with the detailed principles of wound healing, the 
interaction of a complex cascade of cellular events that generates resurfacing, reconstitution, 
and restoration of the tensile strength of the surgical wound. The course will also provide an in-
depth and interactive discussion of hemostatic methods: chemical/topical agents, sutures and 
ties, direct pressure, and physical agents.
