Additionally, this course is an 
advanced jazz dance; continuation of DANC 2347 with emphasis on complex rhythmic structures and 
advanced jazz technique.

8. Develop the ability to enhance performance quality, commitment and focus in learning and performing 


jazz movements. 
9. Develop an appreciation of jazz dance as an art form through personal participation.
