Program description: The plan is to offer the Activity Care Professional program at the McKinney 
Campus as well as to dual-credit health professions students. Other options will be 
to offer the program at the Collin Technical Center and Wylie Campus once they 
open in August 2020 as well as to additional area ISDs, classes to be taught on one 
of the previously identified Collin College campuses (McKinney, Collin Technical 
Center, and Wylie Campus). 
The projected enrollment in the program for year one is projected for 
approximately 20% of the current certified nursing assistant (CNA) student 
enrollment, or approximately 80 students. This projected enrollment will be 
comprised of two mixed traditional and dual credit student cohorts per year, one 
in the fall and one in the spring. 
The program will be an ongoing program, with enrollment of traditional students 
completing the degree plan and for high school students to be able to begin the 
program in their sophomore high school year and complete the degree plan by the 
end of their senior high school year. 
The primary target audience consists of both traditional students and dual-credit 
students, seeking training that would provide opportunities for employment in a 
variety of care settings for long-term, memory care, residential, and nursing home 
residents, adult day services, as well as for those who choose to age-in place. 
Additional populations that require the expertise of an activity professional and 
therefore offer employment opportunities include ADA, veteran, athletic and 
sports rehabilitation, and other special populations and various others identified in 
the “silver 
tsunami” who wish to avail themselves of specialized health care services, social 
opportunities, and educational programming designed to help the burgeoning 
boomer population (University Hospitals Center for Lifelong 
Health, 2018). To this end, activity professionals are trained to assist

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 those with whom they work “to stay fit and agile, boomers should engage 



in daily activities that will ensure less functional decline” (UHCLH, 2018). 



The majority of the lecture material will be provided through courses that 
are online and web-based, rather than face-to-face, while the clinical 
component will be face-to-face at partner facilities. As the program 
grows, a few courses may additionally be offered in face-to-face or 
delivered via a hybrid model. In several courses, students will spend 50% 
of the time in lecture and 50% of the time in clinical (lab). 



Strengths: Collin College currently has several business partnerships in 
the Collin County area with various long-term care and nursing home 
facilities. Many of these facilities have been asking about the possibility of 
the college implementing an Activity Professional program. Collin College 
also has the financial funds and stability to start such a program as well as 
adequate physical facilities at more than one location. The majority of the 
needed equipment (necessary only during the CNA portion of the degree 
plan) is already available at Health Sciences Academy as well as at the 
McKinney Campus. This would also allow for more continuous use of 
these facilities and equipment, thus we do not foresee need for any 
major financial investment in equipment or supplies.

Program rationale: Activity Professionals can be hired in long-term care, nursing home, adult day 



centers, and memory care facilities in addition to working in rehabilitation 
ser5vices, in PACE (Program of All-Inclusive Care of the Elderly), hospice, home 
care, assisted living facilities, skilled nursing, geriatric services, Special Olympics, 
Veterans’ Affairs, balance recovery, brain health and memory care services, in- 
home rehabilitation, and athletic and sports rehabilitation services. The activity 
professional’s value to health care should not be underestimated, given that 
those who work in this profession “advance the physical, cognitive, and 
psychosocial wellbeing” of their clients, engagement being the foundation of 
person-centered care (NAAP, 2018). 



 
The rationale behind an Activity Professional program stems from the face that 
“staying healthy and being involved in life is an important component of 
successful aging” (UHCLH, 2018). The need is imperative for individuals to be 
trained and certified to work in this field as “ten thousand people will turn 65 
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 every day for the next 11 years and by 2029, 18 percent of the U.S. population 



will be 65 or older” (UHCLH, 2018). Boomers “are independent and self- 
assured, competitive and goal-oriented. Many boomers are engaged in sports 
like cycling, swimming, golf or tennis, which helps them stay active and feel 
youthful” (UHCLH, 2018). Collin College is in a unique position to get ahead of 
this “silver tsunami” by providing the Activity Professional degree plan as an 
option to those who wish to be part of the solution to the overarching need “to 
help older adults live longer, healthier, happier lives” (UHCLH, 2018). By adding 
the Activity Professional program to Collin College’s current offerings, we are 
setting students up for greater likelihood of long-term success in the fastest 
growing, highest demand sector for tomorrow’s health care professionals— 
geriatric health and well care. The opportunities in this field for advanced 
placement, growth, innovation, and further education are endless.

Each course is approved 
by the National Certification Council for Activity Professionals (NCCAP) 
and Consortium of Therapeutic Recreation/Activities Certification 
(CTRAC-Texas certifying body); as well as meeting the requirements set 
by the State and Federal guidelines in all 50 States. The course has been 
designed so that the student will focus directly on the classroom course 
work for the first 9 weeks. Once student completes the classroom part 
of the course they will continue with their 96 Hours Fieldwork 
Experience beginning week 10 through week 16. Students will submit 
their assignments every other week (this schedule will allow the student 
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 time management while balancing their work, family and class). Each 



student will have non-mandatory accessibility to the instructor through 
four individual phone chats. All students are offered optional live chats 
and classroom forum. This will allow students the opportunity to 
interact with other fellow classmates. 



• Austin Community College Continuing Education in Health Professions 
offices a 4-month, 10-15 hour/week Long Term Care Activity Director 
Program that http://continue.austincc.edu/activity. This program is 
designed to prepare students who complete it to sit for the National 
Certificate Council for Activity Professionals (NCCAP), the National 
Therapeutic Recreation Society (NTRS), or the Consortium of 
Therapeutic Recreation/Activities Certification, Inc. The cost of the 
program is $935.00 for tuition and an additional $320 for books. 
Unfortunately, community partners did not feel that students were 
adequately prepared to work as Activity Directors with only four months 
of training, so Austin Community College pulled the program and is now 
looking to build a degree plan to include their certified nursing assistant 
program so that it will meet the community partners’ needs and desires. 



• Portland Community College offers an Activity Professional Career 
Pathway in its Gerontology Program with an AAS that requires a 
minimum of 90 credit hours, offers a Level 2 certificate for Activity 
Assistant Career Pathway for 26 credit hours of program completion, 
and Level 1 Activity Assistant certificates for 23 credit hours of program 
completion work. 



• Ridgewater College offers a fully online three-tier degree plan for 
Activity Assistant, Activity Professional, and Activity Director. 
Ridgewater College’s program has a cohort that starts each fall and 
another that starts each spring. This program is a two-year program 
which prepares graduates for potential careers as recreation workers 
(entry level: $19,448/yr to medium $23,795/yr with a 12% projected 
growth rate between 2012-2022) or for social and community service 
managers (entry level: $46,134 and $64,189 with a 15% projected 
growth rate between 2012-2022). 
Their Activity Director AAS Degree is 60 credit hours online 
Activity Assistant Level 2 Certificate is 36 credit hours online 
Activity Aid Level 1 Certificate is 20 credit hours online 
Health Support Specialist Occupational Skills is 9 credit hours. 



Market demand: Many of our current clinical sites for our CNA program have asked if we will be 
addressing the growing need for and shortfall in numbers of individuals trained 
and certified as activity professionals. In discussions with the directors of these 
facilities, comments have been made that they need employees who are more 
well-rounded and cross-trained to meet the needs of the residents and the 
facilities. As such, it has been suggested that the Activity Professional certification 
would be quite beneficial as a next step for a CNA graduate, 
thereby increasing that individual’s health profession efficacy. Currently, in the 
Dallas Fort Worth area, there are 610 full time open positions for long-term care 
Activity Professionals, 524 full-time positions for CNAs, and 103 full time 
positions cross-referenced as requiring both the CNA certification and Activity

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 Professional Certification, according to the job site Indeed.com. According to the 



Occupational Outlook Handbook, the job market for medical assistants is expected 
to increase by 29% between 2016 and 2026. Employment of those trained as 
Certified Activity Professionals with CNA certification is projected to grow 41 
percent from 2016 to 2026, much faster than the average of 7 percent for all 
occupations. The growth of the aging baby-boomer population will continue to 
increase demand for preventive health and well-being services to augment 
medical services, the demands for will be met by Collin College’s Activity 
Professional graduates, thus by mapping need and adhering to the patient-
centered model of care, clinical healthcare professionals (doctors, nurses, etc.) will 
be freed up to tend to patients in need of their medical expertise. By the year 
2030, the expected population of Collin County alone will reach three million, 
which by extension will increase the need for qualified Activity 
Professionals trained to deliver quality patient-centered care. 



Market saturation: There are currently no other Activity Professional programs offered in Collin 
County which meet the same training requirements and industry certifications 
as this program will provide. There is no current evidence that the job market in 
our area is or will become saturated over the next 10 years. In addition, 
onetonline.org currently lists 103 for Activity Professionals without CNA 
certification, 23 open position for physical therapy assistant, 691 open positions 
for medical assistant, and 437 CNA open positions within 50 miles of the 75071 
Collin College McKinney Campus zip code. 



Program viability: Due to the high demand of this career in the North Texas area augmented by 
the projected population growth for Collin County alone, the need for highly 
skilled certified Activity Professionals (especially those who have completed 
additional healthcare training and credentialing, i.e., CNA, MA, PTA, etc.) will 
only increase. There is a limited programming available in the area, none of 
which incorporates high levels of patient-centered hands-on exposure and 
training, patient assessment, pathophysiology and pharmacology skills along 
with the enhanced focus on patient-centered care and communication that our 
program will provide. Our program will deliver well-rounded education as a 
means by which to grow and develop highly employable, culturally competent, 
servant leader Certified Activity Professionals dedicated to their profession and 
community.

On March 6th, 2019 the proposed Activity Professional program was presented 
to the Collin College Health Professions advisory committee. Tanya Sanchez, 
Karrie Newby, and Juli Westcott presented curriculum plans, program structure 
and requirements, and employment opportunities for graduates.

Documentation for the need for the duplicate program: The need is great for 
additional opportunities for students to enter into certified Activity Professional 
programs as none currently exist in the local community college facilities. 
Further, for programs offered through Tarrant and DCCCD colleges for MA and 
CNA programs, a limited number of students are admitted each 
semester. When comparing this small number of students who will complete 
these certifications from their programs with the large number of job 
opportunities in the area, there is a significant need for additional educational 
opportunities. Our program will also reach multiple high schools in the area, 
allowing graduating seniors to not only enter the workforce upon graduation, 
but do so while still having the ability to continue on to further stackable 
credentials, their BAAS, and beyond, further meeting the needs of the Collin 
County community.

A site visit includes review 
of program documentation and facilities, as well as interviews with students, 
graduates (if applicable), faculty, administration, advisory committee members, 
and others as required by the CoA. 



 
5. Program’s Response to Site Visit Findings 
Programs will receive a report of site visit findings from the CoA following the 
site visit and are given the opportunity to respond to findings prior to further 
consideration by the CoA. 



 
6. CoA Review of Program’s Compliance with Standards 
The CoA reviews the site visit findings and the program’s response to findings to 
determine the degree of compliance with each of the Standards. Additional 
information/clarification may be requested by the CoA, if necessary. 



 
7. Accreditation Recommendation Determined by CoA 
The CoA formulates an accreditation recommendation and forwards the 
recommendation to CAAHEP for action. Because nothing is final until CAAHEP 
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 has reviewed and taken action on the CoA recommendation, programs are 



typically not notified of the recommendation, but instead are notified directly by 
CAAHEP following the meeting at which action was taken. 



 
8. Special Procedures for Recommendations Requiring Due Process 
If the CoA recommends withhold accreditation, probation, or withdraw 
accreditation, it must first follow due process before forwarding that 
recommendation to CAAHEP. Due process allows programs the opportunity to 
submit additional information and request CoA reconsideration of its decision.

In order to graduate from the program, students 
must successfully complete each course in the program with a grade of 75% C, 
or better. Students must also complete the 200 clinical hours (externship) in a 
long-term, nursing home, or assisted living residential care setting as assigned 
by the college. 



Format offerings: The Activity Professional program will be set up as a lock-step program. The 
majority of the lecture courses will be online, web-based delivery, while the 
clinical portion will be provided through face-to-face preceptorship and 
instructional delivery. A few courses may be additionally offered through a face- 
to-face or hybrid option, should need arise for such on campus. In several 
courses, students will spend 50% of the time in lecture and 50% of the time in 
lab. 



 
Most courses will last for a complete semester (15-16 weeks). 



 
Students will also spend 48 hours per semester, 4 complete semesters, in the 
clinical portion of the program, with 8 documented volunteer hours spent in the 
geriatric community, which is the final aspect of the training requirements.

Education Code Chapter 61, Section 823, directs the Texas Higher Education Coordinating 



Board to develop FOSC to facilitate student transfer. If a student successfully completes a FOS for an 
established degree program, the student may transfer that block of courses for full academic credit. 
The transferred FOS courses must be substituted for that institution’s lower-division requirements for 
the discipline degree program into which the student transfers. If a student completes only part of the 
FOS, then credit for those courses must also apply toward the major.   



 
 The FOS was approved at the July 26, 2018 Board meeting and is effective starting with the

New Curricular Proposals 


♦ Activity Care Professional – Karrie Newby 
• New Program – The decision to start this program stemmed from the fact that Certified Nurse 


Aide (CNA) students have not been able to put their CNA degree to use, with some students 
not even taking the test to obtain it. It was thought that if students were given the opportunity 
to do something more meaningful with a CNA degree, they would do so. A study was 
conducted and found that companies are looking for people who have a CNA degree with 
activity care experience. The proposed program will give students 200 clinical hours and will 
provide the experience needed to get a position in the field. If a student wants to continue 
their education after Collin, this program will feed into a BS or BA. It can fit into psychosocial 
and other areas as well. Currently, there is one healthcare professional for every 148 baby 
boomers, with projections that number will soon increase to an additional 65. Therefore, this 
career will provide a service that nursing homes aren’t able to. A student can work in the 
home healthcare field and give people the opportunity to continue having a meaningful life. 
Aetna offers a senior care policy that will pay for activity care professionals. By having 
coverage through insurance, a person will be able to stay home and have someone come to 
their house and drive them places, which will allow them to continue to have a meaningful 
life. Students are being enticed into this field by a $5,000 sign on bonus because it is a 
needed profession. UNT has expressed interest and is looking at this program to fit in with 
their BS in Kinesiology. In addition, community members who have a health certificate might 
be interested if they haven’t been able to get a job in their field. The initial plan is to start this 
program in dual credit. CNA students will be accepted because the CNA goes right into the 
Activity Care Professional.  To start, it will be Fall enrollment only, but will expand if the need 
is there. The reason this program is combined with CNA is because it creates a complete 







 


healthcare provider. This program was tried in CE, but the belief is that it didn’t do well 
because it wasn’t combined with the clinical. The CNA aspect of the degree is needed in 
order to understand the healthcare side. Activity Care is also needed in other areas such as 
autism, special education, etc. All full time faculty will be certified, with associate faculty being 
certified as needed.

• New Program – Medical Assistants (MA) can be hired in hospitals, clinics, urgent care 
facilities, and every specialty doctor’s office. Physicians are relying more on MAs, and the 
need is increasing. There are a few other program options in DFW at El Centro and Tarrant 
county but are more expensive. Students will work in a doctor’s office for four weeks for 
hands on experience. The two year degree is good for students who want to go into 
management or move on to a bachelor degree in healthcare administration. At the end of the 
program, students will complete 160 hours in a clinical setting and will be working 40 hours a 
week assisting the physicians. For the dual credit plan, students will ideally start in their 
freshman year and get into the curriculum in their sophomore year, and by end of senior year 
they can possibly graduate with three certifications. This program is a good way for students 
to get their foot in the door and see what aspects of the medical industry they like. This 
program is projected to be as strong as the EMT program, and there is already interest from 
several physicians’ offices.

60% lecture, 40% lab. Accreditation will be through the Pharmacy Technician Certification 
Board (PTCB). To become accredited, the curriculum needs to be submitted and then 
students can sit for the exam.

Children's and YA Literature (not just “it is good,” or “we should”- be original, specific, 
arguable, and college level please). As we've discussed in class, some say that what 
we call critical thinking is just over analyzing (or “over thinking”)- so clarify why critical 
analysis (or what some may call over analysis) is not a form of annoying over thinking 
and discuss why it does/should matter with regard to Children's and YA texts. Discuss 
specific reasons C/YA Lit is worth critical analysis and offer possible examples (do not 
just use examples from class lectures/discussion- be original). Explain why so many are 
resistant to critical discussions of C/YA Lit (i.e. "they're just kids’ books" *insert eye 
roll*). Provide solutions to this dilemma. Somewhere in your essay, include a significant 
and well embedded (introduced and unpacked) quote from Trites or Coats that clearly 
connects to and strengthens your argument. Along with concluding your essay overall 
(following conventional conclusion practices) also include a reflective idea for your 
audience to leave with. Do not forget to include your works cited page.  
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Rationale:
ENGL 2342 and ENGL 2343 are being deleted from the ACGM (Academic Course Guide Manual) as a two-semester course sequence.  ENGL 2341 is being added as a single-semester 
course to replace the two courses.

For this assignment, you will compose a literary analysis.  Your analysis should focus on one or 
more of the works we have read for class.  You may focus on a single story, compare/contrast 
two stories, or examine two stories that share a common feature.  You should write to an 
audience of scholarly peers (for example, your classmates).  Remember that your audience is 
already familiar with the work, so you do not need to spend time summarizing the work that you 
have selected; analyze instead. 
 
While your essay should be grounded in the primary text(s), you must use outside research to 
support your points.  A minimum of three outside sources, two of which must be scholarly 
sources accessed through the online library databases, is required.  All sources must be cited 
parenthetically within the essay and on a Works Cited page.  Sources should be used to establish 
a context and support your views regarding the work; do not allow the sources to overtake your 
essay or speak for you. 
 
Your essay should follow the basic structure of closed form prose (which is the fancy of saying 
you need a paper with an introduction, a thesis, a body, and a conclusion).  Your essay must be a 
minimum of 4-6 full typed pages in length, use Standard American English, and follow the 
conventions and requirements of MLA style.

Suggestions: 
 
1.  Offer a pointed, argumentative thesis early in your essay.  State the argument you wish to 
prove and stick with it. 
 
2.  Offer analysis, not summary.  I have read the novels; I know their plots.  I do not know your 
take on them, and that is what is interesting.  What do these novels teach us? 
 
3.  Revise rigorously for Basics, merde, MLA documentation, and other mechanical errors.  
Especially try to avoid the pitfalls noted in your short story analysis. 
 
4.  Do not use any other sources other than those found in the Norton Critical Editions of the 
assigned novels. 
 
If you scored less than you had hoped on your short story analysis, consider using the services 
provided by the Writing Center; we have one on each campus.

Instructions for your paper: 
 
For this essay/paper, you’ll need to do some research first.  You will find and read 
articles known as “secondary sources,” and then start forming an idea of what your thesis 
might be.  We will be working on our papers “in class” (using the graded discussion 
board titled “Research”) some of the time, so you will have opportunities to discuss your 
research, as well as your thesis ideas and outlines, with your fellow students. 
 
This paper must be written in MLA style. You must include a Works Cited page.  I’d like 
you to have two or more secondary sources that you use (and cite) in your paper.  One 
should be from an established literary journal (not an online teaching guide for high-
school teachers, or “Biography.com”).  
 
Your paper should probably be about four or five pages long.  However, I have no strict 
page or word limits for you.  Say what you want to say concisely and clearly.  Back up 
your claims.  Present your argument in a logical and organized way.   
 
Include an appropriate outline (see the lectures) as you did last time. 
 
Topic 
 
Analyze and discuss the story “The Yellow Wallpaper,” by Charlotte Perkins Gillman, 
incorporating information you find about the author’s life and times, and the ideas of at 
least one of the literary critics who has written about her story. 
 
Be careful to narrow your focus.  You can’t write a good paper if you’ve tried to throw in 
everything you learned doing your research.  Remember, you are crafting an argument. 
 
Notes: All of the previously assigned pages from “Part 3: Writing about Fiction” are 
essential to your meeting this assignment.  For instance, the paper instructions above are 
asking for you to do an analysis (see page 516 or page 515, depending on your edition of 
the textbook), not an explication.  You will be expected to incorporate quotations 
correctly (see pages 525-530 or 524-529).  Also, please pay special attention to the 
instructions in your textbook that begin on page 535 (or page 534), and are titled 
“Documentation by List of Works Cited.” 
 
Finally, as stated on the original syllabus, one of your required textbooks is an up-to-date 
grammar handbook of your choice that has a section on MLA formatting and research-
paper style.

Research-Based Presentation (Group) 
 



 
 



Create a 10-12 minute research-based presentation on a selected topic of your choice.  When signing up 
for your presentation, you will choose the presentation topic, group, and corresponding presentation date 
(a list of choices will be provided).   
 
Begin by reading the introduction to your author/literary text and the literature in the textbook.  
Then, research your topic and formulate a presentation focus; make sure it meets the presentation 
topic and assignment requirements.  Remember that you can only effectively present to others once you 
are fully informed and understand your topic clearly, so you will need to do research beyond the textbook 
content.   
 
Think of your presentation like an oral research paper with images—you should formulate a thesis 
that includes the purpose, point of view, and significance of your presentation (answer the “so what?” 
question).  Then, you want to have three main points, or reasons (not examples) to support your thesis.  
These should answer either HOW or WHY is the thesis true (and written as complete sentences; do not 
repeat the thesis).  Keep these three main reasons in mind—these are three points that you want your 
audience to know and understand about your topic—you will want to make sure that your presentation is 
focused around the thesis and three main points.  What three things do you want your audience to 
know about your topic and how will you best communicate those to them?   



 
Be prepared to answer questions following your presentation.  Every group member 
should be prepared to answer questions about any aspect of the group presentation.  
Work together.   
 
Requirements: 
 



 6-8 sources, minimum, including two academic sources per person or six academic sources for the group 
(minimum—all of your sources may be academic).  Academic sources are scholarly sources, high-level 
sources that are written by an expert for an academic audience.

 Cite your sources, orally, during your presentation by providing the author’s name and the title of the 
source (book title, journal title, etc.).  You may also include MLA in-text citations on a slide, if using PPT 
or Prezi, etc., but cite orally as well.  You must still have an MLA-formatted works cited page, 8th edition 
(see below).    
 



 Include visuals relating to your topic (possible mediums include PPT, Prezi, handouts, etc.) 
 



 Plan, practice, and rehearse your presentation in advance.  Time your rehearsals to make sure you 
are within the maximum time limit.  Your group should be united in presentation style and in 
agreement on all points and material.  Work together—do not try to piece together three different 
presentations.  Not only will this allow you to be well-prepared for your presentation, but it will also 
allow your group to present effectively and stay within the required time limit.  Do not exceed your 
time limit.  



 
 Be formal, but engage your audience.   



 



 
 
Submit the following to me before the start of your presentation: 
 



 A typed/printed document listing the presentation thesis and the three main points your group wants 
your audience to understand after watching and listening to your presentation—write these as complete 
sentences (they answer “how/why the thesis is true?”).  See “Writing Documents” for more information 
about thesis writing, etc. 
 



 Photocopies of your sources.  You do not have to photocopy the entire book or article, as long as you 
copy the pages in each source that you quote and cite.  Then highlight the information you use (content 
and direct quotes).  Put the group member’s name at the top of the source so I know who found it and is 
primarily responsible for that source.   
 



 MLA-formatted works cited page (use the MLA Handbook, 8th edition).                                                     
 
Organize your submission; your group may lose points if the material is disordered or not clearly labeled.

Family & Culture ‐‐ Each of these stories takes place in a domestic setting.  Pick one of the stories and 
discuss the cultural and/or family dynamics within the story.  You may want to consider the setting (both 
location and time period), the social and gender roles, and the interpersonal relationships between the 
characters.  Again, use evidence from the text and specific examples to explain and support your views.  



Women in Literature:  Several of these works revolve around female characters.  Discuss and describe 
one of these characters.  Would you consider this character a sympathetic character?  Why/Why 
not?  How does the character either embody or resist the gender stereotypes of the time?  Use specific 
details and examples from the text in your discussion. 



Identity ‐‐  Much of the novel focuses on the narrator and his search for peace, belonging, and 
acceptance in society.  Who is the narrator?  How does he fit in with the world around him?  What 
things does he do (or not do) in order to be accepted into society?  Do you think he is ultimately happy 
with the decisions he has made in his life?  Use evidence from the text to support your views. 



Open Discussion ‐‐ Select something that you think is important or significant in the novel and discuss 
it.  Explain your point with details and evidence from the text.  (There are many potential things in this 
work that are worthy of discussion.  This is your opportunity to pick and discuss precisely what is of 
interest to you....)

Option 1 ‐‐ Epiphany:  In both "Miss Brill" and "Araby," we see a change in the characters.  They discover 
something about the world and/or about themselves.  Select one of the stories and discuss the 
character and his/her epiphany.  What is it that he/she discovers?  How is this discovery made?  Use 
specific evidence from the story to support your points.  



Option 2 ‐‐ Narrators and Main Characters:  In both "Everyday Use" and "Sonny's Blues," the authors 
rely on first‐person narrators.  The narrators, however, are not the main characters.  Select one of the 
stories and discuss the narrator and the main character.  What is the relationship between the 
two?  How are they different?  Similar?  How, if at all, does the relationship between the narrator and 
the protagonist affect the way the story is presented?  Again, use specific evidence and details to 
support your views. 



Option 3 ‐‐ Allusions, References, and Metaphors:  Several of the stories from this set rely heavily on 
allusions, cultural references, and metaphors to tell the stories.  Select one of the stories, and explain 
some of the allusions or themes from the story.  (Note:  This option will require close reading and careful 
explanation of details.  In addition to presenting specific examples from the story, you must explain 
them and their significance to the overall story.) 



 



Week 5 Discussions: 



Open Discussion ‐‐ There are a number of wonderful potential discussion topics in this set of 
readings.  Select something that interested you from the readings and write about it.  Make your point 
and support it with reasonable evidence from the story.  (You may write about whatever you 
wish.  However, here are some ideas if you're drawing a blank:  How is masculinity represented in 
"Babylon Revisited"?  What's up with all of the birds/animals in "A Worn Path"?  What happens to the 
boy at the end of "Once Upon a Time"?  How are dependence and independence represented in "The 
Darling"?  What is the role of fairy tales and/or children's stories in "Once Upon a Time"?) 



Theme ‐‐ Select one of the stories that was assigned for this week.  What do you see as the theme of the 
story?  Explain and justify your answer.  Use examples and evidence from the story to support your 
point.

Narrative Structure:  Several of the stories from this set of readings use unconventional narrative 
structures or methods of organization.  Select one of the stories and discuss the way it was 
written.

Program description: The plan is to offer the Medical Assisting program at the McKinney Campus 
as well as the Health Science Academy located at Plano East Senior High 
School. Other options will be to offer the program at the Collin Technical 
Center and Wylie Campus after they are completed in August 2020 as well 
as 2-3 area ISDs.  
The projected enrollment in the program for year one is approximately 85 
students.  
The program will be an ongoing program, with high school students 
starting in their sophomore year and completing by the end of their senior 
year. There will initially be two adult cohorts each year, one in the fall and 
one in the spring.  
The primary target audience is both high school students as well as adult 
students, seeking training that would provide opportunities for 
employment in a variety of physician’s offices to include family practice, 
urgent care and various medical specialties.  
The majority of the courses will be traditional, face-to-face courses.  A few 
courses may be online and one or two may be delivered via a hybrid model 
as well. In several courses, students will spend 50% of the time in lecture 
and 50% of the time in lab.  
Strengths: Collin College currently has several business partnerships in the 
Collin County area with various medical facilities. Many of these facilities 
have been asking about the possibility of the college implementing a 
Medical Assisting program. Collin College also has the financial funds and 
stability to start such a program as well as adequate physical facilities at 
more than one location.

Dallas County Community College- El Centro College offers a 
Medical/Clinical Assistant Level 1 certificate program.  This is a 12-month 
credit program that is accredited by CAAHEP upon recommendation from 
American Association of Medical Assistants Endowment.  Students can 
program graduates can sit for the following credentialing tests - certified 
medical assistant, CMA(AAMA), by the American Association of Medical 
Assistants or registered medical assistant, RMA(AMT), by the American 
Medical Technologists.  They admit 20-30 students in the Fall and Spring 
which is not meeting the need in the area for this level of MA. 
Tarrant County College offers a Medical/Clinical Assistant Level 1 certificate 
program in a 2 semester format.  This program requires 192 clinical hours 
and 40 certificate hours for completion.  This is not a credit program and 
no specific credentialing exams are outlined.  This program accepts 15 
students each Fall.  This low number of applicants does not meet the need 
in  
 



Market demand: Many of our current clinical sites for our Phlebotomy program have been 
asking if we have a medical assisting program. They have stated that they 
need employees that are trained in all areas of the medical office, not just 
phlebotomy. Currently, in the Dallas Fort Worth area, there are 476 open 
positions for Medical Assistants, according to the job site Indeed.com. 
According to the Occupational Outlook Handbook, the job market for 
medical assistants is expected to increase by 29% between 2016 and 2026.  
Employment of medical assistants is projected to grow 29 percent from 
2016 to 2026, much faster than the average for all occupations. The growth 
of the aging baby-boom population will continue to increase demand for 
preventive medical services, which are often provided by physicians. As a 
result, physicians will hire more assistants to perform routine 
administrative and clinical duties, allowing the physicians to see more 
patients. By the year 2030, the expected population of Collin County alone 
will reach three million, which brings an increased need for qualified 
medical assistants in physician offices, urgent care centers and hospitals.

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Market saturation: There are currently no other Medical Assisting programs offered in Collin 



County which meet the same training requirements and industry 
certifications as this program will provide. There is no current evidence 
that the job market in our area is or will become saturated over the next 10 
years. In addition, onetonline.org currently lists 691 open positions within 
a 50-mile radius of Collin College.  



Program viability: Due to the high demand of this career in the North Texas area along with 
the projected growth in population in Collin County alone, the need for 
highly skilled Medical Assistants will only increase.  There is a limited 
number of programs in the area and none of them are incorporating the 
high levels of patient assessment, pathophysiology and pharmacology skills 
along with the enhanced focus on patient care and communication that 
our program will provide.

On March 6th, 2019 the proposed Medical Assisting program was 
presented to the Collin College Health Professions advisory committee. 
Leon Deutsch and Juli Westcott presented curriculum plans, program 
structure and requirements, and employment opportunities for graduates. 
The committee asked several questions about the depth of training, rigor 
and the need for customer service and professionalism among graduates, 
as well as the importance of industry certification. The committee 
members expressed a great deal of interest in seeing this program 
implemented at Collin College and expressed a need for high level training 
of Medical Assistants in our area. Some committee members also agreed 
that students would be able to complete clinical requirements in their 
facilities as well as seek employment upon graduation.  
Works Collaboratively with advisory committee and academic services staff 
to plan, design and develop the program curriculum: 
Once implemented, faculty of the program will work closely with advisory 
committee members and clinical sites to provide continuous improvement 
to the program. We will seek feedback from clinical sites and committee 
members on the skills that students have for entry level positions in the 
field. We will also seek advice and input on emerging technologies, 
practices and procedures that will be implemented in future cohorts in the 
program.

The program at Collin College would incorporate many of the same courses 
taught at these two area community colleges, utilizing approved WECM 
courses.

Plans for program articulation:   We will articulate dual credit with 
programs across the county.  
Documentation for the need for the duplicate program:  There is a limited 
number of students admitted to El Centro’s MA program each 
semester.  When comparing this small number of students who will 
complete the certification from their program with the large number of job 
opportunities in the area, there is a significant need for more educational 
opportunities.  Our program will also reach multiple High Schools in the 
area, allowing graduating seniors to enter the workforce upon graduation.   
The location of El Centro along with out of county tuition fees, would 
create barriers to Collin County students who wish to pursue MA.  With the 
number of current job opportunities and the significant need for well-
educated MA professionals for our clinical partners, this proposed program 
will fill a significant need within the county.

External accreditation: Various current allied health programs at Collin College are accredited 
through The Commission on Accreditation of Allied Health Education 
Programs (CAAHEP), which is the largest programmatic accreditor of the 
health sciences professions. 
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Below are the steps for seeking CAAHEP Programmatic Accreditation and 
Collin College would begin this process immediately upon approval to offer 
the program?  
Submission of the Request for Accreditation Services (RAS)  
Programs submit the RAS form electronically through CAAHEP’s website, 
and it is delivered directly to the CoA that evaluates programs in the 
discipline for which services are requested.   The RAS must contain the 
typed “signature” of the CEO/President, or an officially designated 
representative of the institution, to authorize the accreditation 
process.  Programs requesting initial accreditation will be contacted by the 
CoA and provided information to begin the accreditation process. 
  
2. Submission of Self-Study Report  
The self-study report is completed by the program, and documents how 
the program meets each of the Standards outlined in the Standards and 
Guidelines document for the applicable profession.  Each CoA develops the 
self-study document template that must be completed by the program for 
the applicable discipline.  Submission of the self-study is the first step in 
beginning the review process. 
  
3. Review of Self-Study by the CoA  
Assigned representatives from the CoA review the self-study and provide 
feedback and/or consultation to the program, as needed. 
  
4. Site Visit 
Individuals assigned by the CoA will conduct a site visit, which typically lasts 
1-2 days and provides the CoA the opportunity to verify information 
submitted in the self-study in order to further assess the program.  A site 
visit includes review of program documentation and facilities, as well as 
interviews with students, graduates (if applicable), faculty, administration, 
advisory committee members, and others as required by the CoA. 
  
5. Program’s Response to Site Visit Findings 
Programs will receive a report of site visit findings from the CoA following 
the site visit and are given the opportunity to respond to findings prior to 
further consideration by the CoA.  
  
6. CoA Review of Program’s Compliance with Standards 
The CoA reviews the site visit findings and the program’s response to 
findings to determine the degree of compliance with each of the 
Standards.  Additional information/clarification may be requested by the 
CoA, if necessary. 
  
7. Accreditation Recommendation Determined by CoA 
The CoA formulates an accreditation recommendation and forwards the 
recommendation to CAAHEP for action.  Because nothing is final until 
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CAAHEP has reviewed and taken action on the CoA recommendation, 
programs are typically not notified of the recommendation, but instead are 
notified directly by CAAHEP following the meeting at which action was 
taken. 
  
8. Special Procedures for Recommendations Requiring Due Process 
If the CoA recommends withhold accreditation, probation, or withdraw 
accreditation, it must first follow due process before forwarding that 
recommendation to CAAHEP.  Due process allows programs the 
opportunity to submit additional information and request CoA 
reconsideration of its decision. 
   
9. Accreditation Status Decision by CAAHEP Board of Directors 
The CAAHEP Board of Directors reviews all recommendations received 
from each of its CoAs and takes action on the recommendations at one of 
its six meetings per year (January, March, May, July, September, and 
November).

TABE Testing: It is highly recommended that students score at least a 10 on 
the Test of Adult Basic Education prior to starting the Medical Assisting 
program.   
In order to graduate from the program, students must successfully 
complete each course in the program with a grade of 75% C, or better.  
Students must also complete at 160 clinical (externship) in a physician’s 
office as assigned by the college.  
 



Format offerings: The Medical Assisting program will be set up as a lock-step program. The 
majority of the courses will be traditional, face-to-face courses.  A few 
courses may be online and one or two may be delivered via a hybrid model 
as well. In several courses, students will spend 50% of the time in lecture 
and 50% of the time in lab.  
Most courses will last between 5-8 weeks.  
Students will also spend 40 hours per week times 4 weeks, during the 
clinical portion of the program, which is the final aspect of the training 
requirements.  
Students wishing to enroll as certificate students will need to complete all 
of the same Medical Assisting courses as a student who enrolls as a degree 
seeking student, minus general education courses. This will ensure that 
student learning outcomes for the program are the same.  
 



Vendor partnerships: It is likely that various clinical partners will be able to donate used or new 
equipment for the program in the future. For example, when offices 
upgrade equipment such as centrifuges, EKG machines, exam tables and 
other technology, they may be willing to donate used equipment to the 
Medical Assisting program at Collin College. At times, offices have surplus 
supplies such as phlebotomy and lab supplies and those may be donated as 
well.  
 



Co-op opportunities: Students will be required to complete a 160-hour clinical externship in a 
physician’s office. In addition, service learning projects will allow students 
to interact with various patient groups in the community in the areas of 
pediatrics, geriatrics and the medically needy, just to name a few.

Medical Assisting 
Rationale 



 
 
Medical Assistants can be hired in hospitals, clinics, urgent care facilities, and every specialty of doctor’s 
offices.  They are the most versatile of entry level medical professions.  With the ever changing 
reimbursement schedule from insurance companies to physicians and facilities, nurses are cost 
prohibitive in smaller health care settings.  Industry trends show that more and more clinics, offices and 
health care providers are hiring Medical Assistants (MA) in lieu of nurses.  MAs are expected to fill the 
role of front office staff, clinical assisting, phlebotomy, EKG technicians and to have general billing and 
coding knowledge.  This profession is a basic overview of 5 or more entry level training programs 
currently offered by the college.  By adding this program to our offerings, we are setting students up for 
a fast growing, high demand, quality profession where they will be equipped to find work in any aspect 
of health care. 
 
The growth of the aging baby-boom population will continue to increase demand for preventive medical 
services, which are often provided by physicians. As a result, physicians will hire more assistants to 
perform routine administrative and clinical duties, allowing the physicians to see more patients. By the 
year 2030, the expected population of Collin County alone will reach three million, which brings an 
increased need for qualified medical assistants in physician offices, urgent care centers and hospitals.

Program description: The plan is to offer the Pharmacy Technician program at the Collin College 
CTC Campus, as well as with local High schools in the Collin County area, 
such as Frisco ISD, through Dual Credit partnerships.  
 
The projected enrollment in the program for year one is approximately 20-
60 students depending on if the program would move into the schools the 
first years it is available. 
 
The program will be an ongoing program, with high school students starting 
in their senior year. There will initially be two adult cohorts each year. 
 
The primary target audience is high school students and adult students 
seeking training that would provide opportunity for employment in a 
pharmacy, including retail and institutional settings. 
 
The majority of the courses will be traditional, face-to-face courses. A few 
courses may be online and one or two may be delivered via a hybrid model 
as well. With the program, students will spend 60% of time in lecture and 
40% of time in lab.   
 
Strengths: Collin College currently has several business partnerships in the 
Collin College area. The pharmacies within the area are excited to partner 
with locate programs to provide clinical sites for students to learn the 
practice of a Pharmacy Technician. Collin College has the financial funds and 
stability to start such a program as well as adequate physical facilities at 
more than one location. The majority of the needed equipment has already 
been purchased which is located at the Allen campus.  This would allow for 
more continuous use of these facilities and equipment and will need 
funding for consumables as the source of financial investment.  Pharmacy 
Technicians can be hired at retail or institutional facilities.

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Market demand: There are many students seeking qualified Pharmacy Technician Programs 
within the area.  Currently, in Dallas/Fort Worth area, there are 374 
openings for pharmacy technicians.  According to Career One Stop, the job 
growth from 2016-2026 is estimated to be 25.52% that means 7,920 new 
positions will be created in this industry during this period. Texas stands 
second in the U.S. for number of pharmacy technicians employed. As of 
May 2018, Texas had 35,370 pharmacy technicians with an annual vacancy 
of 3,350. In the next 3 years in the Collin area there is a projected new 
position of 1,524. With the increasing aging population of the baby 
boomers will increase the demand for medications which will increase the 
need for Pharmacy Technicians. 



Market saturation: There are currently no other Pharmacy Technician programs offered in 
Collin County at a collegiate institution. There are currently 7 recognized

There is no current evidence that the job market in our area is or will 
become saturated over the next 10 years with a projected grow of 2% in 
the next 3 years and a 25% grow in Texas in the next 10 years.

At the Health Professions Advisory Committee meeting on March 6th, 2019, 
the proposed Pharmacy Technician program was presented. Juli Westcott 
presented curriculum plans, structure, and employment opportunities for 
graduates. The committee discussed upcoming changes in the certification 
process and requirements, as well as which skills are currently lacking in the 
Pharmacy Technicians currently working in the field. They noted that math 
skills, basic knowledge of medications, and sterile compounding are all 
areas of lack. Several of the ISD partners in attendance and the industry 
partners present expressed interest in seeing this program implemented at 
Collin College.
