Faculty Guidelines

Faculty in the Learning Communities Program at Collin follow a set of guidelines to promote consistency between Learning Communities and to ensure the continued success of the program. Please read these guidelines, ask for necessary clarification, sign this form, and return the original with your course proposal.

1. Learning Communities faculty team-teach with both instructors in the same classroom at the same time. Courses are integrated around a theme or central question as much as possible (blended learning outcomes, integrated classroom presentations, common syllabus and course requirements, etc.).

2. Learning Communities faculty who have not already done so, agree to attend a Learning Communities workshop before their Learning Community course begins.

3. Faculty teams submit blended student learning outcomes prior to the beginning of the semester. Each semester a Blended Student Learning Outcomes Workshop is held to assist faculty in writing the outcomes and this workshop must be attended by faculty new to the Learning Communities program. 

4. Faculty teams assist in QEP efforts by encouraging student participation in QEP assessments including the CCTDI in the fall and the CCSEQ in the spring.

5. Faculty teams assist in marketing efforts for their Learning Community by creating flyers, providing a course description to the Chair for advertisements, and visiting classes to promote the Learning Community. 

6. Because of their structure, Learning Communities invite teaching innovation. Professors are encouraged to use varying teaching methodologies such as collaborative and active learning, field research, problem-based learning, service-learning.
