The Learning Communities Commons defines the pedagogy used in learning communities as varying but “… generally inviting teaching innovation including collaborative and cooperative learning, peer teaching, discussion groups and seminars, experiential learning, labs and field trips, problem-based learning, lectures and demonstrations, writing and speaking across-the-curriculum, and ongoing reflection, metacognitive activities, and self-evaluation…Ideally, learning communities deepen the practices that foster learning to learn as a social act and participation in the larger community through engagement in service learning, and reading and discourse about community within a diverse society” (http://learningcommons.evergreen.edu/04_sustain_entry.asp).
