9. Enumerate and explain the major factors which mitigate to lessen criminal responsibility.
10. Critique key characteristics of classical, positivist, conflict criminology.
11. Discuss key features of major crime typologies.
12. Assess the costs of imprisonment and other crime control strategies.
13. Identify victimization theories, victim characteristics, and policies to reduce the impact of victimization.
