3. Identify the rules of evidence and recommended procedures for searching a crime scene and collecting and preserving critical evidence. 

4. Demonstrate major crime scene search patterns. 

5. Identify types of trace evidence that may be found at a crime scene. 
6. Describe how criminal investigations require team work for crime scene processing.

7. Identify common locations for the discovery of latent impressions.

8. Recall key components of successful interview and interrogation techniques.

9. List the major obstacles to accurate observation and describe how they affect accurate reporting. 

10. Describe the necessary procedures for obtaining and executing a search warrant. 

11. Identify techniques for locating witnesses and suspects. 

12. Describe general requirements of a crime scene.

13. Describe the role of the investigator.
14. Discuss major issues related to the management of criminal investigations. 

15. Identify new investigative methods to include DNA analysis and AFIS (Automatic Fingerprint Identification System).
