Course Title:  Preclinical Dental Hygiene
Course Description:  Foundational knowledge for performing clinical skills on patients with emphasis on procedures and rationale for performing dental hygiene care. Introduction to ethical principles as they apply to dental hygiene care. Lab required. Major Requirement: AAS – Dental Hygiene.

6. Discuss the etiology and appearance of carious and noncarious lesions.

17. Discuss importance of medical/dental in office emergencies.

18. Demonstrate polishing procedures to remove extrinsic stain.
