Course Title:  Intermediate Soccer
Course Description:  Basic skills and techniques are refined beyond the beginner level. Analysis and practice of strategies, safety, offensive and defensive patterns of play and competitive activities are covered. Course emphasis is placed on the development and preparation for participation on an intercollegiate team.

7. Demonstrate the biomechanics of fundamental movements and skills.
8. Develop the kinesthetic sense in the process of acquiring movement skills.
