5. Demonstrate knowledge of case planning and intraoperative routines; this includes the surgical prep, surgical draping, and positioning and transporting of patients. 6. Understand the team roles of the operating room and the role of perioperative services with a special emphasis on the role of the surgical technologist. (SCANS: F4, F5, F9, F12, F13, F14, C1, C4, C5, C6, C7, C8, C9, C10)
7. Exhibit knowledge of management of the surgical wound. (SCANS: F7, F8, F9, F11, F16)
8. Establish an understanding of specimen handling. (SCANS: F7, F8, F9, F11, F16)

Demonstrate sound decision-making in the surgical field, identify and solve problems that may arise within the surgical case, making appropriate interventions in order to protect the patient from harm, while practicing with fitting behaviors that follow surgical conscience. 10. Explain intraoperative routines for basic surgical procedures. (SCANS: F5, F9, F11, F12, F15, C15)
11. Exhibit excellent communication skills, act as a member of the surgical team, and apply correct safety measures in the surgical environment. (SCANS: F1, F2, F3, F4, F5, F7, F8, F11, F12, F16, C5, C6, C7, C8, C9, C10, C15, C16, C17)
