Emphasis on surgical procedures related to the cardiothoracic, peripheral vascular, plastic / reconstructive, ophthalmology, oral / maxillofacial, and neurological surgical specialties incorporating instruments, equipment, and supplies required for safe patient care.  Lab required. Major Requirement: AAS – Surgical Technology.
